For exam-
ple, Senior Jazz division is noted as ñSJò.  Please use these codes with your regis-
tration paperwork. 
 
For Cheer Teams:  
Information in the chart above will assist you in writing the correct division code for 
your teams.  For cheer teams, please use the letters of the code first, followed by 
the number of the USASF skill level in which you will compete.   
 
For example: Junior Co -Ed Level 5 shows the letters ñJRCò in the chart above, 
so add a ñ5ò to those letters to indicate you want Junior Co-Ed Level 5ð like 
this: ñJRC5ò.  Another example: Senior Open All-Girl Level 6 be noted as

Failure to adhere to these rules can result in se-
rious or catastrophic injury as well as penalty points assessed for competitive 
routines.  Therefore, knowing and understanding how to stay within the safety 
rules and guidelines is NOT OPTIONAL.
